We are approved contractors for the Knauf & Alltek thin-coat sprayed plaster 

systems.  Thin-coat plastering can significantly reduce the construction 

programme due to rapid application & fast drying times.  Delivered pre-mixed 

ensuring consistent quality from manufacture to application & supplied to site 

palletised (one tonne per pallet) in 25kg plastic bags, for easy distribution 

around the site.  Most surfaces require very minimal preparation (a light sanding 

to remove loose material).  Sprayed using specialist plant by approved 

contractors, the second-coated surfaces can be painted 24 to 36 hours later 

(dependent upon environmental conditions).  A mist coat & only one full coat of 

emulsion is all that is required for a finish.  The emulsion paint also binds with it 

to provide an even tougher surface.  Finished surfaces are also less prone to 

cracking & will take up some background movement. (* joints require separate preparation) 

▶ available in any colour (subject to minimum order quantities) 

▶ smooth or textured (worked or self-textured) finish possible 

▶ exceeds British Standards (fire integrity, acoustic & thermal performance &

Also available in thin-coat: Alltek Violet COT (ultra-hard version) & Airless (smooth finish only).  Application rates vary from site to site, but 

generally a three man team can spray up to 500m2 of single coat per day.  Surfaces up to 3.0m above floor level can be sprayed from the 

ground & given either a smooth finish or a self-textured finish; however it is best for smooth finishes to use scaffold / towers above 2.0m. 

Machine applied Rendering, Traditional Plastering & Screeding: 
With our PFT Systems G5, Europeôs No1 mixing-pump machine for site-mixed renders, traditional plasters & 

screeds, we can now machine apply a huge range of pre-mixed plasters / renders onto masonry.  The G5 now 

extends our abilities, ensuring we can now cover all the backgrounds the built environment has to offer, both 

internally & externally, using machine sprayable materials. 

Innovative, sustainable materials: 

Knaufôs MP75, a rapid application one coat plaster designed for traditional blockwork, can be sprayed on up to 

20mm thick, as can their Universal One Coat plaster.  Weber also manufacture a comprehensive range of 

single coat renders, traditional renders & decorative finishes, many machine appliable ð please ask for more 

details.  We will always strive to use the best materials for our clients & the environment. 

Our ready-mixed materials are packaged in plastic bags & shrink-wrap that can be recycled, they are water 

based & non-reactive with all substrates.  Ready-mixed plasters generate negligible waste on site with any 

surplus returned to the hopper for re-application. 

Pre-mixed materials come in plastic lined paper bags that can also be recycled, plus the paper is sourced from 

sustainable forests.  Weber products are produced in the UK reducing the carbon-footprint of their distribution; Knauf & Alltek 

are produced in Europe.  All our producers have other global outlets minimising the environmental impact of distribution.
